Funeral ceremonies make a significant difference
in how families channel their grief toward health
and healing. During the funeral, the community
comes together and responds to the reality that
someone has died, and also to the reality that those
remaining will need support, compassion, love,
hope, and understanding. The funeral encourages
you to think about the person who has died and to
explore the meaning of their life and the ways in
which they touched the lives of others.

PRE-PLANNING

The idea behind funeral planning is simply that
one day a great deal of vital information about you
will be needed by your family and anyone whose
responsibility it is to assist them. There’s no doubt
that those who plan ahead are more comfortable
knowing not only that their personal wishes will be
fulfilled, but also that unnecessary difficulties can
be avoided.

Both you and your loved ones can benefit when
funeral arrangements are made well in advance of
need. By discussing plans in advance, you can take
all the time necessary to make the most satisfactory
decisions regarding the type of ceremony and
burial procedures preferred. A carefully planned
funeral service can also be the most comforting to
your family.

Although
not required when making pre arrangements, many
people choose to set aside funds that will cover
their future funeral expenses.

When planning your own funeral service in advance,
think about the way you want to be remembered.
Perhaps you'd like a traditional funeral aligned with
certain religious or ethnic customs. Or, a celebration
focusing on great memories made with family
and friends may be your preference. Maybe it's a
combination of both. You can have one service, or
several, to honor your life.

Regardless of whether you or your
loved one have opted for burial or for
cremation, the funeral or memorial
service fills an important role. It can:

e Honor, recognize and celebrate the life of
the deceased

e Allow friends and family to say their last
good-byes

e Provide closure after the loss of a loved one

e Allow friends to console the family of the
loved one




BURIAL

If your family chooses burial as their preference, this
can typically include visitation, followed by service
either in a church or the funeral home. It can be as
private or as public as the family wishes. A select
few could be invited or it can be open to all family
and friends who wish to pay tribute to your loved
one. Celebrations are as unique as the individual.

Burial decisions will include choices in casket, vault,
and monuments. At Hill Funeral Home we proudly
feature a showroom displaying a varied selection
of caskets in contemporary and traditional styles
and materials. Many caskets today are crafted with
specialty features adding a distinct touch in paying
tribute to the individual’'s life such as military,
hobby, or spiritual imagery. These can also provide
keepsakes for lasting memories of a loved one. We
can also explain the use of vaults, as well as the
styles and materials available in vault selection. We
encourage you to visit our location to speak with
a funeral professional who can answer additional
questions.

Planning a meaningful funeral for a loved one is a
ritual that almost all of us will encounter at some
point in our lives.

From gift baskets to wine and cheese gatherings,
many families are choosing to host an event
for family and friends in lieu of, or in addition to
calling hours. Bringing people together in a safe
environment creates an opportunity for people to
share their stories and their grief. These people may
not have seen each other for a long time, and may
not have the chance to see each other foralong time
again. We have recently completed remodeling that
conveniently provides comfortable surroundings
for gathering which can include serving food and
beverages. These new spaces have been designed
with custom cabinetry, granite countertops and
mini fridges. A brand new space, which is just off the
off the lobby, has been designed as a community
room and has the flexibility to be used for catering,
or a children’s room, or a casual gathering.

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LIFE & TRUST INSURANCE

Life Insurance will pay a fixed amount based on the
face value of the policy. Generally, the face amount
is not the same as the amount of the services,
merchandise and cemetery costs selected or
required. Unless the pre-need contract is
guaranteed, the actual costs may be greater
than the policy proceeds at the time of need and
additional funds may be needed from the survivors.

Funeral Insurance can be purchased in an amount
to pay the costs of the services, merchandise
and cemetery costs selected or required. If the
prices are guaranteed, the survivors will not
be charged more than the contracted amount.
Before you purchase funeral insurance, you should
know, in writing, exactly how much you will pay over
the length of the contract and what will happen if
you cannot, or do not, pay the premiums.

Funeral Trusts can be purchased in an amount
to pay the costs of the services, merchandise
and cemetery costs selected or required. If the
prices are guaranteed, the survivors will not
be charged more than the contracted amount.
Before you buy a funeral trust, you should know: If
the prices are guaranteed; the terms of cancellation;
if the funds increase in value who will receive any
remaining funds after the contract is fulfilled; what
happens if the death occurs before the trust is paid
in full.
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Savings Accounts or bank-held trusts are accounts
established by you with the savings in loan or
bank, to pay funeral expenses. These are generally
not guaranteed cost contracts by the service and
merchandise provider. You would need to notify
the provider and your family of their existence. You
have complete control of your funds.




COMMON
QUESTIONS

What do I do when death occurs?

If your loved one has died while in professional
care, much of the information needed will be
provided by the hospital, nursing home, or
hospice. Part of their support includes making
the initial call to the funeral home of your
choice for you regardless of time of day. The
Funeral Director will call you shortly to offer
condolences, and to ask when it would be
convenient to talk.

What if death happens
away from home?

When a person dies away from home, it is
good practice for the survivors to immediately
contact the funeral director in the area where
the deceased is to be buried/commemorated.
The funeral director can properly advise the best
approach to take in having the body returned to
the local area in the most suitable manner.

What information will we need to
provide to the Funeral Director?

If your loved one has died while in professional
care, much of the information needed will be

provided by the hospital, nursing home, or
hospice. The Funeral Director will need to

spend some time gathering additional
information such as place and date of
birth, parents names, discharge papers (if
appropriate), maiden name, and education
history. Inorderto help prepare forthe obituary
notice, he/she may also ask for family/survivor
information and occupation. He/she will want
to begin to learn more about your loved one
in order to understand what their preferences
may be for services and ceremony, so he/she
will ask about spiritual preferences, flowers,
hobbies/interests, organizations and family
activities. For additional details, please see
information pages at the back of this guide, or
feel free to call us.
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What help is available for Veterans?

The rendering of Military Funeral Honors for
United States Armed Forces Veterans is a tribute
that our veterans and their families justly deserve.
At the time of death, veterans can be eligible for
benefits such as an American Flag, Veteran marker
for the grave, Ceremonial rifle volley at the funeral,
and the right to be buried in a military cemetery.
We suggest you call to make an appointment to
talk with us regarding how you may be eligible
for assistance. One of our funeral directors will
contact the appropriate military branch and make
the necessary arrangements. At the time of funeral
planning, please have available a copy of discharge
papers (DD214) to apply for benefits.

How do I tell out of town

family and friends?

It is appropriate and important to let your social
circle know of your loss. The support they can
provide through attending the funeral, sending cards
and letters, and return messages will go a long way
to helping you through the loss by acknowledging
that they understand you are going through a
difficult time. In today’s social media environment
it is sometimes difficult to know the best form
of communication. In communicating with close
family and friends of the deceased, a telephone
call is preferred unless there are extenuating
circumstances. If the survivors do not feel up to it,
perhaps a friend could assist in making the calls.
It is certainly acceptable to share the information
through your social media channels, but only after
the closest family and friends have been notified.
Someone very close to the deceased could feel a
shock in finding out about their loss second or third
hand via an electronic means which does not always
successfully convey the sense of loss or condolence.
The traditional newspaper obituary and the obituary
page on the funeral home’s website are very helpful
in providing the details.




What does the funeral director do?

Very often the deceased and/or the family may
have documented their end of life preferences.

If they have, much of the decision making burden
has already been taken care of. If not, the funeral
director will guide the family through the options

available in the decision making processes.
Depending on the type of services decided upon by
the family, a funeral director can ease the process
of caring for your loved one by coordinating any/all
of the following:

e Respectfully takes custody of your loved one
into the care of the funeral home respecting
cultural and religious preferences

e Prepares the body for viewing, burial, or
cremation

e Meets with the family to listen to the wishes
of the loved one and family. He/she will pay
careful attention to the details that made this
person unique

e Gathers relevant information (see above,
“What information will we need to provide to
the funeral director.”)

e Presents the options available that not only
respect the wishes put forth, but that will create
a memorable lasting tribute that eases family
and friends through the grief and farewell.

e Appreciates that many families need to adhere
to a budget, and considerately works within
those guidelines

e Secures the necessary permits and death
certificates

e Places obituaries

e Arranges the details of the funeral or memorial
service which may include many of the
following:

- Coordinate all details with preferred clergy
or celebrant, and if applicable, churches or
other venues.

- Secures desired music
- Provides guest book/thank you notes

- Arranges transportation needed to and from
the service for family and the deceased

- If requested, assists in food and beverage
arrangements at the funeral home

- If burial is desired, makes necessary
arrangements with cemetery for space,
opening and closing

- Makes arrangements for transportation if
the deceased needs to be sent to a distant
location

e Assists with providing resources for information
including potential benefits such as Social
Security and Veterans

Why should I have visitation
and/or a ceremony?

Wouldn’t it be simpler and less
emotionally difficult to skip that part?

Many people who select direct cremation or
burial without family and friends being present
to express their grief may not realize that a
major purpose of a funeral is for the living to
express sadness. It is usually important in the
grief process to acknowledge the reality of
death.

Funerals make a social statement that says,
“Come support me.” Whether they realize
it or not, those who choose not to have a
funeral are saying, “Don’t come support me.”

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What is meant by creating an experience?

Aren't all funerals basically the same? Throughout
time, different religions, cultures and geographies
have created funeral traditions that lend a
consistency to funerals of people in those social
groups. However it is common today to create a
unique ceremony to pay tribute to the individuality
of a loved one. People have come to appreciate the
comfort and reassurance of having a farewell that
carefully honors the deceased.

What is the appropriate thing

to say to the family?

We all have had experiences where words just
can’t express how we feel about the family’s loss.

Perhaps you knew the individual, but didn’'t now
the family well.

Sympathy should be expressed by clasping hands,
an embrace or a simple statement such as:

e “l am sorry for your loss”
e “My sympathy to you (or your mother, etc.)”
e ‘It was a pleasure knowing John”

e “Jane was a good person and my friend. | will
miss her”

It’s also appropriate to express something personal
about the deceased or how he/she will be
remembered:

e “l will always remember our school days”
e “John had so many friends”

e “Jane always worried about everyone else’s
problems”

e “John was a pleasure to work with”

Some remarks to be avoided may include:
“You can have other children”

“He is in a better place”

“Only the good die young”

“I know what you are going through”




Should I have the body present?

Whether or not to have the body present during
the calling hours or services is a personal decision.
Many grief specialists have written that having the
body present helps in the grief process by allowing
family and friends to witness a final farewell. When
cremation is chosen for final disposition, it is very
common for families to choose to have calling
hours (or visitation) with the body present prior to
the cremation.

How do I talk to children about death?

Children are unique. They provide an integral
part of the family support unit and what they
experience when they are young can stay with
them. Depending on the relationship with the
deceased and their age, they may too need to be
part of a healing experience.

What do I need to know about

preparing an Obituary?

The family is encouraged to compose the
information to be included in the obituary.
Your funeral director can place obituaries in
the newspapers of your choice, both local and
in communities where the person was known.
Just let him/her know in which papers you would
like the information to appear.

Managing your digital life after death

As technology has evolved, we find ourselves with
additional decisions that our grandparents, and
probably our parents never needed to make. What
do we do with all the online information we have
created and/or stored? This can include:

e Email Accounts (Gmail, Yahoo, etc.)
e Social Networks: (Facebook, Twitter, etc.)
e Cloud accounts for photos of family and friends

e Financial information:
Banking, investments, insurance

e Employment benefits:
Health Insurance, Retirement Accounts

e Long term prescription online refills
e Monthly recurring bill paying: Utilities, House
Payments, Care Payments, Insurance

e Monthly Income Direct Deposits:
Social Security, Pension, Disability, Investment

e Blogs

Because most of these institutions fiercely guard
privacy, without appropriate preparation, your
loved ones may not be able to get on these sites to
retrieve, or discontinue, their existence. There are
several choices in digital solutions to manage your
preferred outcome. Some of the solutions are as
easy as designating a digital heir, or programming
in an expiration based on a designated non-activity
time period, orleaving a list of log-ins and passwords
with a trusted friend or professional such as an
attorney. You will first need to decide who you
would want to see the respective information.

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WHAT HAPPENS AFTER THE FUNERAL?

After the funeral, it's often “back to business”,
which includes attending to the business, financial,
and legal matters attendant to the death of your
loved one.

IMPORTANT PAPERS

Make every effort to locate all of the loved one’s
(the deceased person’s) important financial and
business related documents. If the loved one had a
Last Will and Testament, you will need to locate the
original and give it to the person named as Executor.
That person will be responsible for delivering the
original Last Will and Testament to the Probate
Court in the County where the loved one lived and
for completing any estate administration which
may be necessary to transfer the loved one’s assets
to the loved one’s beneficiaries.

If the loved one had life insurance policies, the
person named as beneficiary or the personal
representative will need to contact the insurance
company to make a claim for payment of the death
benefits.

Other items that you will need to gather include:
bank statements/records, statements for retirement
and brokerage accounts, titles to automobiles,
trailers, boats, and other motor vehicles, tax returns
and tax related documents, birth and marriage
certificates, and military discharge documents.

COPIES OF THE DEATH
CERTIFICATE

The funeral home will provide you with several
copies of the death certificate. Keep these in a safe
place, and provide originals only when specifically
requested to do so. Otherwise, it may be acceptable
to provide only a photocopy of the death certificate.

CONTACT EMPLOYER

Notify the loved one’s employer of the death as
soon as possible. The employer will need to make
arrangements for payment of the loved one’s final
payroll check. Also, there may be death benefits
payable through the employer.
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LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT

After locating your loved one’s Last Will and
Testament, the person named as Executor must
determine what steps need to be taken to administer
properly and effectively the loved one’s estate. The
Executor should contact an attorney knowledgeable
about the probate and estate administration
process to assist them in making decisions about
how the loved one’s estate should be handled. The
attorney can also advise on other matters such as
how to handle the claims of creditors against the
estate, matters affecting real estate owned by the
loved one, and whether the Last Will and Testament
needs to be recorded in any other county or state
and what steps need to be taken to transfer assets.
If you find that your loved one had a Trust rather
than a Last Will and Testament you should contact
an attorney as to what the next steps are as probate
may not be necessary.

SOCIAL SECURITY,
MEDICAID /MEDICARE / VA

If the loved one was receiving any income or benefits
the Executor will need to notify the appropriate
agency of the loved one’s death. Additionally, there
may be survivor’s benefits available to the loved
one’s surviving spouse or children.

FINAL BILLS AND EXPENSES

Gather all of your loved one’s unpaid bills as soon as
possible to get a good idea of the amount and type
of financial obligations he or she may have had.
Certain obligations, such as mortgages and home
equity lines of credit, which are secured by a deed
of trust against the home, must be paid on time
without interruption, even if the borrower has died.

TAX MATTERS

Contact the loved one’s accountant or tax preparer
to find out what tax returns, if any, may need to be
filed as a result of the death.




BANK ACCOUNTS

If the loved one had bank accounts in his or her
sole name, the funds in those accounts should not
be used until a determination has been made as to
who is entitled legally to receive them. If the loved
one had a Last Will and Testament, that document
ordinarily will control who gets the money. If not,
the loved one’s heirs at law will get the money,
subject to potential creditors’ claims. If the loved
one owned bank accounts with any other person,
and if those accounts were held by the parties
as “Joint Tenants With Right of Survivorship”, the
surviving co-owner of the account becomes the
owner of the account upon the loved one’s death,
subject to certain state laws that allow for money
in those accounts to be accessed to pay the debts
of the loved one.

INVENTORIES AND

ACCOUNTINGS

Within 90 days of being appointed, the court will
require the Executor to file an Inventory listing all
of the property owned by the loved one as of the
date of his or her death. Certain assets, such as life
insurance policy proceeds, are distributed according
to the loved one’s beneficiary designation. These
assets are considered “non-probate” assets and
therefore do not need to be listed on the inventory.

After all of the loved one’s debts and expenses have
been paid and the remaining assets distributed to
the beneficiaries, the Executor must file a Final
Account listing all receipts and disbursements of the
estate. This accounting must be submitted, along
with documentation to support the disbursements,
to the court. Assuming the court finds everything to
be in order, the court will then approve the account,
discharge the Executor from further duties, and the
close the estate.

UPDATE YOUR ESTATE
PLANNING DOCS

The death of your loved one may cause you to think
about getting your own “affairs in order.” If you
already have estate planning documents including
a Last Will and Testament and Powers of Attorney,
your loved one may have been named in those
documents as a beneficiary or as your Executor or
agent under a Power of Attorney. Now is a good
time to review those documents to determine
whether any changes need to be made, or, if you
have never completed estate planning documents,
to meet with an Estate Planning Attorney to discuss
your situation and put the appropriate documents
in place for you and your family. There are ways
with effective planning to completely avoid the
probate process

ACCIDENT OR ILLNESS

There are times when our loved ones leave us
suddenly in the event of accident or illness, The
sudden passing may be the result of the negligence
of someone else such as in a motor vehicle collision,
fall, misdiagnosis of a medical condition or medical
mishap. These types of matters can lead to liability
of the responsible person and can help protect
those left behind. Attorneys can assist those in
need during these times.
